About the Composer

Program Notes

Throughout history events have occurred personally, locally,
nationally, and worldly that inspire people to stop a moment and
remember those affected. May this hymn evoke a sense of
peace as those people and events are remembered.

Notes to the Conductor

The tempo should range from m.m. = 76 to 90. The song is easi-
er to perform at the faster tempo although a slower tempo is pre-
ferred (rests must be thought of in terms of subdividing.) The
dynamic markings should be observed closely to maintain good
balance and ensure the proper build to the climax at m. 38. The
song should be performed in a legato style.

A slight ritard can be used starting in m. 37 and ending at the fer-
mata in m. 38. The accents need to be executed for a more dra-
matic effect. In m. 37, the 2nd trumpet, 2nd clarinet, horn and alto
saxophone parts need to be brought out. In m. 44, 45, and 46
make sure that the background wind parts do not come in early;
they must wait until beat 2. The last fermata (m. 49) can fade away
to nothing with the triangle left ringing.
